Å Summer temperatures in NJ in 2022 
were the third hottest on record since 
1895.

Å High temperatures are associated with 
immediate and long -term health 
concerns, diminished air quality, and 
increased pressures on our food and 
water supply.

Of the ten hottest summers in NJ 
since 1895, all ten have occurred 

since 1999. 
Nine have occurred since 2005.

FLOOD DISCLOSURE

The law now requires both landlords and 
sellers of real property to disclose certain 
flood risks to prospective buyers/tenants:

ÅFEMA flood zone information

ÅPast damages

ÅFlood insurance requirements (for sellers)

ÅPast elevation certificates (for sellers)
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ÅProperty look -up tool searchable by mailing 

address to access FEMA flood information for 
disclosure
